This is a collection of stories of practitioners, teachers, researchers, academic leaders, nominated by their peers as models of commitment to moral ideals and principles.  It is intended to evoke a fuller understanding of professional responsibilities for young people entering a profession and to serve as a source of inspiration and renewal for those already established in their professional lives.  Accompanying commentaries highlight the implications of the exemplars’ experiences for the reader, and discussion questions at the end of each story promote reflection on what it means to be a professional.  Designed for ethics courses, postgraduate seminars, and dental study clubs.  Nine stories were previously published by Quintessence International.  
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This article reviews 33 studies examining the effect of professional education (law, medicine, veterinary medicine, dentistry, and nursing) on ethical development.  Most studies reviewed tended to limit assessment to the measurement of moral judgment.  Findings indicate that, contrary to observations in undergraduate education, moral judgment plateaus during professional school unless an ethics intervention is present.  The review argues that limiting assessment to measures of moral judgment ignores important aspects of moral functioning suggested by the Four Component Model.  Assessment methods have been validated for sensitivity, reasoning, role concept and ethical implementation in dentistry that could be adapted to provide individuals in a particular profession with a more complete picture of abilities needed for real-life professional practice.

This article describes the development and validation of the Dental Ethical Reasoning and Judgment Test, a test of “intermediate” level ethical concepts.  The test is sensitive to the effects of ethics instruction.

This award-winning book provides a theoretical overview for the measurement of moral judgment.  It addresses philosophical criticisms to Kohlbergian theory, proposes a modified theory of moral judgment development, and provides extensive information on the validity and reliability of the Defining Issues Test.

This article provides an overview of the teaching and assessment strategies developed for the University of Minnesota’s Dental Ethics curriculum.  Data are included on the effectiveness of each of the instructional and assessment strategies.   
Bebeau, M.J. and Thoma, S.J. (1994).  The Impact of a Dental Ethics Curriculum on Moral Reasoning.  Journal of Dental Education 58(9):684-692.



This study explored the effects of a problem-oriented dental ethics curriculum on moral reasoning (Defining Issues Test Scores) and on attitudes about the value of instruction for eight cohorts (n= 720) dental students.  Statistically significant change was observed from pre to posttest for 7 of the 8 cohorts.  Comparison of the effect sizes of the intervention with the average effect size reported in a meta analysis of effective interventions indicated that results could not be attributed to maturation alone.  Results of the attitude assessment indicate that students not only benefited from ethics instruction, but valued it.

This article describes the development of the Professional Role Orientation Inventory, designed to assess how dentists and dental students conceptualize their role and responsibility.  

Bebeau, M. J., Rest, J. R., and Yamoor, C. M. (1985).   Measuring the Ethical Sensitivity of Dental Students.  Journal of Dental Education 49(4):225-235.

This article describes the development and validation of the Dental Ethical Sensitivity Test.  The test measures an individual’s ability to recognize the ethical issues often hidden within the dentist’s professional problems.  The importance of this ability is discussed as it relates to other abilities thought to be necessary conditions for ethical or moral behavior.  The test (Form A or Form B) is available from the University of Minnesota, School of Dentistry.  The eight cases have been used for assessment and for teaching.  The cases are distinct from cases used to promote moral reasoning.
